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Configuration Information
Up to four memory modules can be installed in the bottom four system bus slots in a
AlphaServer 2100 system. Two of the slots however, have a dual function. They can be used
for memory or to house a CPU module in a system with three or four CPUs. A system that
contains a CPU module in the MEM1 slot supports only two memory modules, because CPU
modules occupy two memory slots. Figures 1 and 2 show the various configurations of the
system bus.

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Install  memory modules in an AlphaServer 2100 RM or 2100 CAB
system with the components facing toward the right side of the system
enclosure.
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Assuring Proper Airflow
System bus slots that are not populated with a printed circuit board (PCB) must contain a
plexiglass module to maintain proper airflow in the system cabinet. Figure 3 shows the
installation of a plexiglass module (PN 74−48265−01).

Before installing the memory module, shut down the system power as illustrated in Figure 4.

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Caution:  Before opening or removing system panels:

1. Perform an orderly shutdown of the operating system.

2. Set the DC power switch on the operator control panel (OCP) to Off
(Ο).

3. Shut off the AC power by setting the AC On/Off switch on each
power supply to Off (Ο).  (Note that some systems do not have an
AC On/Off switch.)

4. Unplug the AC power cord for each power supply.

Warning : CPU and memory modules have parts that operate at high
temperatures.  Wait 2 minutes after power is removed before handling
these modules
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Figure 5 shows a memory module being installed in the MEM2 slot of the AlphaServer 2100
system.  When you install a memory module in an AlphaServer 2100 RM or 2100 CAB
system, place the module with the components facing toward the right side of the system
enclosure.
